And why not play for Surbiton?
Would you like to practise your croquet skills against new players? Play in matches with a bit more of a competitive edge than a morning roll-up? Represent your club against other clubs? Visit bits of London and surrounding counties you might not know? Then why not put your name forward saying that you’d like to be considered to play for Surbiton in the various tournaments and leagues organised by Croquet England (CqE, formerly the Croquet Association) or the South East Croquet Federation (SECF)? We need both AC and GC players for our teams, which are almost always four players.
If you’d like to be considered for any team, either tick below (no commitment to playing on any given date) or speak to one of our club captains, Stephen Parish (AC) or Max Holland (GC).  All ties will give players at least two games for AC, more for GC, and usually involve a mixture of singles and doubles.

See also the competition entry form (above) for dates of one-off South-East Croquet Federation (SECF) tournaments where Surbiton would like to enter a team on the specified date.  Putting your name down does not commit you to playing, but will help the organisers get a team together.  Everyone is welcome to put their name down – we don’t aim to fill our teams with the best players, just to take part and have fun! And it is FREE to play! 

All questions to Nick Parish (nick@rebeccaparish.plus.com). Competition entries close SUNDAY 30 MARCH.  It would be helpful to have expressions of interest in playing for Surbiton or in coaching before then as well, but it is not essential.

The preferred means of entry is to email your entry to me and pay electronically into the Club’s account, account number 00328046, sort code 30-98-62 (please include your name as a reference).  Alternatively, you can post your entry form and cheque payable to ‘Surbiton Croquet Club’ to Nick Parish, 72 Chestnut Grove, New Malden, Surrey KT3 3JS. Finally, if you really must save the cost of a stamp you can leave your entry in the clubhouse clearly marked “Internal competitions” on the envelope.  Draws and tournament rules will be posted online and in the clubhouse by mid-April.
A guide to our internal competitions
We would like to encourage everyone to enter our competitions  Knockout competitions have a “play by” date for each round. However, players who have not completed their games by that date will be scratched unless they have provided a good reason for an extension and a confirmed future date for the game – please enter the confirmed date on the website.  Please only enter competitions if you are committed to arranging and playing your matches.

Please note that unless there is a handicap range stated, events are open to all handicaps.  Where a handicap requirement is specified for a competition, it applies *at the time you submit your entry*.

The Hazel Nuts; The Yarrantons; the SSS; and the All England AC and GC qualifiers are one-day events to be played on the dates specified.  You are encouraged to put your name down for these tournaments now, but additional entries may be sought nearer the time.  

The Hazel Nuts is AC alternate stoke doubles, with partners swapped every game and high bisquers paired with low bisquers.  Ideal for new players to learn AC by partnering better players.

The AC and GC All England Qualifiers will result in the winning players (the precise number depends on how many entrants we get) going through to an Area Final at Surbiton, with the best players from that going through to the National Final (the AC final is very conveniently at Guildford).  See the CqE website for those dates if you need them – or email me. The entry fee is subsidised by the club to encourage you to enter!

All other tournaments can be played on mutually-agreed dates throughout the season but MUST be played before the lawns close in early October.

The AC Banded Blocks are divided by handicap.  Players with handicaps of 6-8 may choose whether to play in Block B or C.  Players in blocks C & D may choose to play 18 (or 14pt for Block D) games if both players agree. This year the A Block will be played as a Plate knock-out competition and will include those eliminated in the first round of the AC Singles Club Championship.

Entry to the GC Banded knockouts is also divided by handicap.  A and B Class are level play, best-of-three, while the Cannon Cup is modified level play (players below 8 give bisques to 8, otherwise level), single game.  The Cannon Cup will have organised semi-finals and a final in September. 

Most Doubles events, both AC and GC, are often entered as pairs, so feel free to find a partner and put their name down in the relevant spot.  However if you cannot find a partner but would like to play, enter anyway and write “Partner needed” and I will allocate you one.  The exception to this is the Hazel Nuts, where you can’t enter with a partner, only as an individual. 

Bernard’s Boxes is an event with entrants divided into small blocks (ideally 4 players to a block), with a month to play the matches (best-of-three, handicap).  At the end of each month, one or two players will be promoted and relegated from each block before the next month begins.  We hope to play 4 or 5 “seasons”, 

and the winner is the player who tops the last block.  The ABCs are the AC equivalent, exactly the same except matches are single game.  Please note that the first block will be a double-length block of two months, since it takes place at the same time all the other tournaments are beginning, so longer is needed.

Seeding will be used in the AC and GC Club Champs and for the AC 1+ Advanced Singles.

We will once again hold a FINALS DAY, on FRIDAY 19 SEPTEMBER, where people are encouraged to play finals if possible. Keep it free if you can, but it isn’t compulsory, so it’s not a problem if that date doesn’t work.

We aim to provide coaching for all standards where there is demand.  If you do not see what you are looking for, please contact Stephen Parish (AC) or Max Holland (GC).  Tick beside any course you are interested in – this does not commit you, but helps us to gauge demand.  Coaching is FREE for members except where otherwise stated.
	Beginners’ coaching:  Six week courses for beginners, run by Cliff Hunter on Saturday mornings beginning 22 March.  Probably not for you but why not recommend it to your friends who haven’t discovered croquet yet?  Remember the £25 bar tab for each new member you get to join!

	GC to AC conversion course follow-ups:  Follow-ups to the one-day course, to be run after GC roll-ups or before AC roll-ups.


	

	AC Improvers course:  40 minute improver courses before AC Wednesday roll-ups, run by Cliff Hunter and Andy Dibben


	

	AC Introduction to Advanced session: One-off tutorial session led by Andy Dibben explaining the Advanced version of AC for anyone interested in learning advanced play (target handicap range 6-12 or so).

	

	AC Triple Peel session:  One-off evening session led by Nick Parish focussing on a particular aspect of the TP for aspiring triple peelers.
